· Opening of exhibition featuring 1 work by every participant 25th August.

Inauguration party the same evening with the artists, the ProMidNord WP 5-committee, culture politicians, invited collegues and staff.

· Work-shop from August 26th to September 1st. Site-seeing, planning of common issues, information, practical preparations and work.

· August 27th. Seminar for the participants. Key note speakers: Architect Per Erik Fonkalsrud on Site analysis and artist Solrun Rones’ presentation of 2 large scale outdoor projects.

· Artists’ exchange  of ideas with participants presenting their own work and plenum disussions.

· Official opening of the Project Park in Klæbu and presentation of the results of the work-shop to the public after an intense week of work. Documentation of the working process and its result was exhibited at the County Gallery in Namsos from September 14th to October 7th.

· Photo-documentation and texts was sent to Norwegian publications for professionals in the field: Billedkunst and Kunsthåndverk.

· The ÆØÅ-crew endeavored to have the documentation material exhibited in Jyväskylä in October 2006.

· Web site: The project was published on the internet. To start with through a link from Trøndelag center for contemporary art’s web site: www.samtidskunst.no, later also on www.seminarplassen.com.

· All participants and contributors received a CD/catalogue featuring documentation of the project.
